“ Keep your shirts on; keep the lights on!…Great gifts mean
great responsibilities; greater gifts, greater responsibilities!”

– Luke 12:35, 48 as paraphrased in The Message

“Greater gifts” were given us in our 66th year of service in the form of
two major gifts and several new partnerships. “Greater

responsibilities” were our lot, as human and spiritual needs grew in a
sputtering economy. With our congregations and community partners
(individuals, corporations, foundations and local, state and federal
governments), The Council is the steward to whom both greater gifts are
entrusted and greater responsibilities expected.

As stewards, we “combine resources and expertise to provide
programs to help people at risk meet their urgent needs.”

This year the resources included two new major grants totaling a quarter
million dollars from the Norma F. Pfriem Foundation. A grant for hunger
services expanded network capacity by 90%, enabling bulk purchasing and
streamlining processes in the work of feeding of hungry people. Over 2
million meals were served through its 38 member agencies. A second grant,

unrestricted, strengthened our ability to fulfill the greater responsibilities of helping young scholars reach academic success;
creating safe places for youth at risk; providing second chances for ex-offenders; facilitating food for hungry people; and building
bridges of understanding across divides of race, geography and economics.

Several new partnerships advanced our mission. The Southport Quilt Show and the New Haven Chorale generated new support
for Project Learn. The CO-OP Center was a key leader in two major successes: assisting The Prodigal Project in its mission

to convince employers to hire ex-offenders; and helping the City of Bridgeport “ban the box” requiring ex-offenders to reveal
convictions prior to a job interview. The Janus Center for Youth in Crisis expanded its role in the national Safe Place
network; and our Chief Operating Officer’s testimony in Hartford assisted in obtaining passage of “An Act Concerning Homeless
Youth.”Bridge Building Ministry offered its fourth annual “Tent of Abraham” series with Jewish and Muslim partners; hosted
breakfasts on the housing crisis; was active in the Connecticut Sponsoring Committee (interfaith community organizing); held its
annual Youth Conference; and continued providing chaplain services to Greater Bridgeport Community Mental Health Center.

Our Downtown Cabaret Theatre fundraiser has become a “signature” event, exceeding our $25,000 goal while generating
goodwill among 200 attendees and this year recognizing the mission work of Southport Congregational Church. Annual

Meeting featured inspirational speaker Jeanette Harris and recognized “Great Friends” Barbara Stinson, Charlie Rosenthal, Rosa
Correa and the Rev. Hopeton Scott.

Challenges remain. Cash was tight despite good fourth quarter revenues. Many foundations cut support in half as eroded
dividends reflected a depressed stock market. One Council staff position was vacated by a move and not filled. CO-OP staff

service did not diminish but funds for client services did, due to state budget reductions.

Caring and generous people like you make greater gifts that enable our greater responsibility for the thousands of people we
serve. For this privilege, thank you!

CARING FOR YOUTH IN CRISIS SITUATIONS

An estimated 4,500 children,
aged 11 to17, experience
serious social, family and
school problems that can
negatively impact their young
lives. Each year Janus Center for
Youth in Crisis helps more than
400 teens by intervening,
offering counseling, the option
for brief respite care, and a
workable plan for the future.  Our goal
is to keep the family together – and the
child out of state systems – where they
cannot receive the individual care they
need – and where they will be exposed
to older, more serious offenders. 

CO-OP CENTER:
CREATING SECOND CHANCES

FOR EX-OFFENDERS

Each year, approximately 1,000 men

and women are released from

incarceration into the Bridgeport

community. For more than 30 years,

CO-OP Center has helped these individuals transition into a more productive life.

Our caseworkers first address immediate needs such as legal identification,

transportation, and material assistance.  They then guide clients to explore training

and employment options in order to

improve their chances of earning a living

and avoiding future incarceration.  CO-

OP Center provides leadership to the

Bridgeport Reentry Collaborative, a coalition of twenty local agencies offering

comprehensive services for those returning to the community, and is involved

in two federally funded

collaborative reentry pilot

projects in Bridgeport.

CO-OP Center also

participates in Proyecto Nueva Vida (New Life Project), a unique

collaborative community-based program focused on providing

comprehensive services to the Bridgeport Latino population with

HIV/AIDS and/or substance abuse issues and a history of

incarceration.

The partnership between The Council

and donors does make a difference!

Bob Francis, Executive Director of the

Regional Youth and Adult Substance

Abuse Program (RYASAP) and member

of the Connecticut Juvenile Justice

Alliance, observes one child placed in a

Department of Children and Families

residential facility costs $100,000 per

year.  Placed in the Connecticut Juvenile

Training School in Middletown, the cost is

$1/2 million.  He also noted that the daily

cost for a teen placed in the Juvenile

Training School is $1,370; and for DCF

shelter care, $300.  Compare those

figures to the $143 daily cost for host

home respite care through Janus Center

for Youth in Crisis.   

The partnership between The Council and donors

does make a difference! The direct cost of

supervising a prisoner in a Connecticut prison is

almost $30,000/year.  Hiring a returning ex-offender

gives him or her a second chance and creates a new

taxpayer. Ex-offenders with community supervision

who are engaged with a reentry program like CO-OP

Center have an almost 50% higher rate of not re-

offending according to Connecticut Department of

Corrections (DOC) studies.

BRIDGE BUILDING MINISTRY: 
CONVENING GROUPS TO FOSTER DIALOGUE ON VITAL ISSUES

The Council’s Bridge Building
Ministry brings together diverse
groups of people–adults and
young adults, community leaders
and concerned individuals–to
heighten understanding, enhance
interpersonal relationships, and
encourage collaboration. Activities
focus on areas of common interest
and concern.  An October Panel
Discussion on the mortgage and lending crisis with Congressman Jim
Himes and Michael Williams, President of Fannie Mae, set the tone for this
year’s focus. In May we

hosted a forum at City Hall Annex that featured local experts on the
various resources available to people facing mortgage foreclosure
difficulties.  In April we joined forces with RYASAP to engage high
school youth in the annual Youth Conference at Sacred Heart
University.  Bridge Building is also one of three interfaith partners in a
“Tent of Abraham” series, and is engaged in community organizing
through the Connecticut Sponsoring Committee.

The partnership between The Council and donors does make

a difference! Bridge-Building is the only partnership promoting

continuing Jewish-Christian-Muslim dialogue in Greater

Bridgeport.  These bonds made possible an immediate response

to an anti-Semetic act through a public letter by 40 interfaith clergy

that spearheaded a community response of 300 at a December

menorah lighting.  We are also the only provider of chaplain

services to Greater Bridgeport Community Mental Health Center.

JANUS CENTER:
CARING FOR YOUTH IN CRISIS SITUATIONS

An estimated 4,500 children,
aged 11 to17, experience
serious social, family and
school problems that can
negatively impact their young
lives. Each year Janus Center for
Youth in Crisis helps more than
400 teens by intervening,
offering counseling, the option
for brief respite care, and a
workable plan for the future.  Our goal
is to keep the family together – and the
child out of state systems – where they
cannot receive the individual care they
need – and where they will be exposed
to older, more serious offenders. 

CO-OP CENTER:
CREATING SECOND CHANCES

FOR EX-OFFENDERS

Each year, approximately 1,000 men

and women are released from

incarceration into the Bridgeport

community. For more than 30 years,

CO-OP Center has helped these individuals transition into a more productive life.

Our caseworkers first address immediate needs such as legal identification,

transportation, and material assistance.  They then guide clients to explore training

and employment options in order to

improve their chances of earning a living

and avoiding future incarceration.  CO-

OP Center provides leadership to the

Bridgeport Reentry Collaborative, a coalition of twenty local agencies offering

comprehensive services for those returning to the community, and is involved

in two federally funded

collaborative reentry pilot

projects in Bridgeport.

CO-OP Center also

participates in Proyecto Nueva Vida (New Life Project), a unique

collaborative community-based program focused on providing

comprehensive services to the Bridgeport Latino population with

HIV/AIDS and/or substance abuse issues and a history of

incarceration.

The partnership between The Council

and donors does make a difference!

Bob Francis, Executive Director of the

Regional Youth and Adult Substance

Abuse Program (RYASAP) and member

of the Connecticut Juvenile Justice

Alliance, observes one child placed in a

Department of Children and Families

residential facility costs $100,000 per

year.  Placed in the Connecticut Juvenile

Training School in Middletown, the cost is

$1/2 million.  He also noted that the daily

cost for a teen placed in the Juvenile

Training School is $1,370; and for DCF

shelter care, $300.  Compare those

figures to the $143 daily cost for host

home respite care through Janus Center

for Youth in Crisis.   

The partnership between The Council and donors

does make a difference! The direct cost of

supervising a prisoner in a Connecticut prison is

almost $30,000/year.  Hiring a returning ex-offender

gives him or her a second chance and creates a new

taxpayer. Ex-offenders with community supervision

who are engaged with a reentry program like CO-OP

Center have an almost 50% higher rate of not re-

offending according to Connecticut Department of

Corrections (DOC) studies.

PROJECT LEARN:
HELPING BRIDGEPORT CHILDREN SUCCEED
IN SCHOOL AND LIFE

Bridgeport schools, as in most urban centers, are under-funded and
overcrowded. Project Learn helps Bridgeport elementary children as they

strive to keep up
academically and socially
with their suburban peers.
We work with children,
ages 5 through 15, in safe,
welcoming
neighborhood
locations,

providing help with homework, tutoring in basic subjects, the
use of computers and other learning tools, and a variety of
positive recreational opportunities. The Kids for Kids
Initiative adds a winning dimension to Project Learn. Inner
city teenagers, often graduates of a Project Learn Center, are
engaged to serve as mentors for the younger children in a
productive, mutually beneficial alternative to simply “hanging
out” after school.

Individually, educated and competent citizens enjoy an enhanced quality of life ) and together, as
a group, they strengthen and grow the community in which they live.

HUNGER OUTREACH:

SUPPORTING 38 LOCAL
PROGRAMS THAT FEED
HUNGRY PEOPLE

Feeding programs in our Hunger Out-
reach Network reported seeing an
average of 30 percent more people come
through their doors in 2009. Many were
people seeking food assistance for the
first time. We serve a network of 38

feeding sites run by local congregations and community groups as the approved
fiduciary agent of federal emergency hunger funds. In this role we provide

The partnership between The Council and donors does make a
difference ! Children and youth who do better in school are more likely to
graduate. Research shows that exposure to quality after-school programs
that focus on youth development and academics serves as a buffer against
high-risk behavior; “reducing juvenile crime by 25%, improving high school
graduation rates by 20%, and reducing illegal drug use by as much as
50%.” (BCAC State of the Child in Bridgeport 2009) Department of
Commerce statistics clearly demonstrate that a person’s level of education
is intrinsically linked to one’s earning potential and quality of life.

The partnership between The Council and donors does make a
difference ! The feeding sites we help fund through Hunger Outreach are
soup kitchens, which provide hot, nutritional meals and food pantries, where
people can choose non-perishable food items to take home. Because
individual sites obtain funds and in-kind donations from various sources, an
accurate overall per meal cost is difficult to calculate. A composite estimate is
well under $1 per meal. Area programs served over 2 million meals in 2009.

“ Keep your shirts on; keep the lights on!…Great gifts mean
great responsibilities; greater gifts, greater responsibilities!”

“Greater gifts” were given us in our 66th year of service in the form of
two major gifts and several new partnerships. “Greater

responsibilities” were our lot, as human and spiritual needs grew in a
sputtering economy. With our congregations and community partners
(individuals, corporations, foundations and local, state and federal
governments), The Council is the steward to whom both greater gifts are
entrusted and greater responsibilities expected.

As stewards, we “combine resources and expertise to provide
programs to help people at risk meet their urgent needs.”

This year the resources included two new major grants totaling a quarter
million dollars from the Norma F. Pfriem Foundation. A grant for hunger
services expanded network capacity by 90%, enabling bulk purchasing and
streamlining processes in the work of feeding of hungry people. Over 2
million meals were served through its 38 member agencies. A second grant,

unrestricted, strengthened our ability to fulfill the greater responsibilities of helping young scholars reach academic success;
creating safe places for youth at risk; providing second chances for ex-offenders; facilitating food for hungry people; and building
bridges of understanding across divides of race, geography and economics.

Several new partnerships advanced our mission. The Southport Quilt Show and the New Haven Chorale generated new support
for Project Learn. The CO-OP Center was a key leader in two major successes: assisting The Prodigal Project in its mission

to convince employers to hire ex-offenders; and helping the City of Bridgeport “ban the box” requiring ex-offenders to reveal
convictions prior to a job interview. The Janus Center for Youth in Crisis expanded its role in the national Safe Place
network; and our Chief Operating Officer’s testimony in Hartford assisted in obtaining passage of “An Act Concerning Homeless
Youth.” Bridge Building Ministry offered its fourth annual “Tent of Abraham” series with Jewish and Muslim partners; hosted
breakfasts on the housing crisis; was active in the Connecticut Sponsoring Committee (interfaith community organizing); held its
annual Youth Conference; and continued providing chaplain services to Greater Bridgeport Community Mental Health Center.

Our Downtown Cabaret Theatre fundraiser has become a “signature” event, exceeding our $25,000 goal while generating
goodwill among 200 attendees and this year recognizing the mission work of Southport Congregational Church. Annual

Meeting featured inspirational speaker Jeanette Harris and recognized “Great Friends” Barbara Stinson, Charlie Rosenthal, Rosa
Correa and the Rev. Hopeton Scott.

Challenges remain. Cash was tight despite good fourth quarter revenues. Many foundations cut support in half as eroded
dividends reflected a depressed stock market. One Council staff position was vacated by a move and not filled. CO-OP staff

service did not diminish but funds for client services did, due to state budget reductions.
